· Washing the hands up to elbow three times. Washing the right hand first, then the left hand

· Wiping the head and the ears with wet hands

· Washing feet up to the ankles three times. Washing the right foot first, then the left foot.

1. Procedure of Ghusl: ( Steps

· Making intention of Ghusl

· Washing the hands up to wrist first

· Washing the private parts   

· Washing down any impurity from the body 

· Perform complete Wudu

· Pour water over the head including the hair

· Pour water on the right shoulder then the left shoulder

· Rub and wash the whole body clean 

· No part of the body (including the hair) should remain dry
